The University may issue acceptance letters to students even before they have graduated from high school or Junior College, that is, while they
are still in their final year. In this circumstance, the acceptance to the University is conditional pending the successful completion and submission
of the completed Transcript and a certified copy of the Diploma or Degree.

Deferral of Acceptance

Upon acceptance to the University of Belize, a student may postpone his/her entry for up to one Academic Year. For example, if the student
was accepted for August 2024, he/she may choose to defer to January 2025 or August 2025 (if the program is open for admission at that
time). To defer, the student is required to complete a Request for Deferral Form, pay the processing fee and submit the form along with
the payment receipt to the Admissions Office one semester in advance. The processing fee is payable at any UB Accounts Receivables
Cashier, Atlantic, Heritage or Belize Bank.

Transfer Students and Credit Transfers

Applicants who have already completed an Associate degree and are transferring into an Undergraduate program may benefit from course
transferability. Course(s) that meet transferability standards are added to your electronic student portal and become available to you during
registration.
